Audit of the Appropriation Accounts of the Government of the National Capital Territory of
Delhi

Opinion

The Appropriation Accounts of the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi for the
year ended 31 March 2024, present the accounts of the sums expended in the year compared
with the sums specified in the schedules appended to the Appropriation Acts passed under
Sections 29 and 30 of the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi Act, 1991.The
Finance Accounts of the Government for the year showing the financial position along with
the accounts of the receipts and disbursements of the Government for the year are presented
separately.

On the basis of the information and explanations that my officers required and have obtained
and as a result of test audit of the accounts, in my opinion, the Appropriation Accounts read
with the observations in this compilation present fairly the accounts of the sums expended in
the year ended 31 March 2024 compared with the sums specified in the schedules appended to
the Appropriation Acts passed by the Legislative Assembly of National Capital Territory of
Delhi under Sections 29 and 30 of the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi Act,
1991.

Observations arising from audit of these accounts as well as audits conducted during the year
or earlier years are contained in my Financial, Compliance and Performance Audit Reports on

the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi being presented separately for the year
ended 31 March 2024.

Basis for Opinion

The conduct of audit is in accordance with the CAG’s Auditing Standards. These Standards
require that we plan and perform audits to obtain reasonable assurance that the accounts are
free from material misstatement. An audit includes an examination, on a test basis, of
evidence relevant to the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. The audit
evidence that we have obtained provides a basis for my opinion.

Responsibilities for Preparation of the Initial and Subsidiary Accounts

The Government of the National Capital Territory of Delhi is responsible for obtaining
authorisation of the budget from the Legislative Assembly of the National Capital Territory of
Delhi. The Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi and those responsible for the
execution of the budget such as Pay and Accounts Offices, offices and departments of the
Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi are responsible for the preparation and
correctness of the initial and subsidiary accounts as well as for ensuring the regularity of
transactions in accordance with the applicable laws, standards, rules and regulations.

Also, they are responsible for rendering the initial and subsidiary accounts and information
related thereto to the Controller of Accounts and Principal Secretary (Finance), both of the
Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi for compilation and preparation of the
Appropriation Accounts.

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Responsibilities for Compilation of Annual Accounts

The Controller of Accounts and Principal Secretary (Finance), both functioning under the
control of the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi are responsible for the
compilation and preparation of Annual Accounts of the Government.

Responsibilities for the Audit of the Annual Accounts

The audit of the Annual Accounts is conducted through the Office of the Accountant General
(Audit) Delhi, in accordance with the requirements of Article 149 of the Constitution of India,
Section 48 of the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi Act, 1991 and the
Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 for
expressing an opinion on these Accounts based on the results of such audit.

Emphasis of Matter

I want to draw attention to the following :

During 2023-24, there was an overall savings of ¥ 15,327.36 crore (18.71 per cent) against
total grants and appropriations of ¥ 81,918.23 crore. Total 2 8,376.40 crore (54.65 per cent)
out of overall savings lapsed on 31 March 2024 due to a delay in surrendering.

My opinion on the Appropriation Accounts is not modified due to the Emphasis of Matter

(B) Others — Advertising and Visual Publicity — Media Campaign on Environment
and Pollution Related Issues -- Savings of 32049.72 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of ¥2200.00 lakhs) was mainly due to non receipt of bills.

Under Major Head “2051”- Public Service Commission — Staff Selection
Commission — Staff Selection Board for Delhi Government — Savings of ¥9277.31
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of Z12800.00 lakhs) was mainly due to less
liabilities, less exams conducted due to administrative reasons, some payments could
not be made as bills/claims received at later stage, services of Civil Defence
Volunteers discontinued, proposal for development of OARS portal dropped, vacant
posts and due to non submission of bills by vendor.

“Under Major Head “2052”— Secretariat General Services — Secretariat — (i) Chief
Minister Urban Leadership Fellow Programme (MULFP) — Savings of 2540.79 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of %659.00 lakhs) was mainly due to CMILF
project/programme has been closed.
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(i1) Door Step Delivery of Public Services — Savings of 526.61 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of ¥1225.00 lakhs) was mainly due to non submission of bills by
NICSI, RFP for maintenance of new CRM software could not be finalized, Senior &
junior consultant could not be engaged through NICSI and maintenance of old
software payment was pending.

Further, saving of ¥1789.07 lakhs remained under five sub-heads which exceeds
%2.50 crore but less than %5.00 crore.

The above savings were partly off-set by excesses under the following sub-head:

Society for implementation of Safe City Project for safety of women by Delhi Police
(Nirbhaya Fund) (CSS) - Excess of 34248.00 lakhs (against the supplementary
provision of 2.00 lakhs) was mainly due to installment received from Ministry of
Home Affairs, Govt. of India.

In the Charged portion of Capital Section of the grant, the overall saving of
2117.37 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of Z278.00 lakhs inclusive of supplementary
provision of 32.00 lakhs) constituted 42.22% of the total sanctioned appropriation.

In the Voted portion of Capital Section of the grant, the overall saving of 1056.48
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of ¥1442.50 lakhs inclusive of the supplementary
provision of X11.00 lakhs) constituted 73.24% of the total sanctioned provision.

Under Major Head “2014” — Administration of Justice — (a) Civil and Session
Courts — (i) Principal District and Session Judges - Central District — Saving of
X15880.73 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of ¥56995.77 lakhs inclusive of
supplementary provision of ¥4280.32 lakhs ) was mainly due to less procurement,
less liabilities, nonpayment of arrears of stenographers & arrear of second National
Judicial Pay Commission for want of Administrative approval, sanction not received
in respect of appointment of Law Researcher, receipt of less claims/bills, less training
programme and some bills not received from the vendors.

(1) Principal District and Session Judges — West District — Saving of ¥872.42 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of 210417.33 lakhs inclusive of supplementary
provision of %621.73 lakhs) was mainly due to less receipt of financial approval of
Competent Authority, allowances arrears of Second National Judicial Pay
Commission (SNJPC) could not be released and less receipt of claims/bills.
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(iii) Principal District and Session Judges — New Delhi District — Saving of ¥4865.73
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of %12293.20 lakhs inclusive of
supplementary provision of ¥1086.70 lakhs ) was mainly due to vacant posts, receipt
of less claims / bills, sanction of Law Researcher not received, anticipated bills not
received, administrative sanction for release of Second National Judicial Pay
Commission (SNJPC) allowances not received, non conduction of seminars and
anticipated bills of security services & housekeeping staff not received due to various
reasons.

(iv) Principal District and Session Judges — South District — Saving of ¥3488.40
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of %14163.00 lakhs inclusive of
supplementary provision of ¥5482.00 lakhs) was mainly due to non receipt of
Administrative approval regarding disbursement of arrears as per recommendations of
Second National Judicial Pay Commission (SNJPC), non release of arrears of staff,
vacant posts and receipt of less claim/bills from vendors & staff.

(v) Principal District and Session Judges —South West District — Saving of ¥2080.55
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of ¥13899.43 lakhs inclusive of
supplementary provision of ¥904.61 lakhs ) was mainly due to arrears of Second
National Judicial Pay Commission (SNJPC) could not be disbursed to some of the
Judicial Officers, financial approval / sanction for making payment of Law
Researchers for commercial courts of Dwarka courts could not received and
anticipated claims/bills not received.

(b) Criminal Courts — (i) Judicial Magistrates Court — Central District — Saving of
3904.70 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of 21117.05 lakhs) was mainly due to
vacant posts, less procurement, less liabilities, anticipated bills not received, less
expenditure on Foreign Training Programme and payment pertaining to Law Software
passed from other Head of Accounts.

(ii) Judicial Magistrates Court - New Delhi District — saving of 3595.69 lakhs (against
the sanctioned provision of ¥1495.50 lakhs) was mainly due to vacant posts and
receipt of less claims.

Under Major Head “2014” — Administration of Justice — Delhi Legal Services
Authority — Saving of ¥938.25 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of 23344.00
lakhs inclusive of supplementary provision of ¥17.00 lakhs) was mainly due to less
liabilities, receipt of less bills/claims, less procurement, desired number of PLVs
could not be appointed, less number of contingent bills finalized, some tender could
not be finalized and expenditure on advertisement work met out of NALSA.

Under Major Head “2235” — Social Security & Welfare — (A) Rehabilitation —
Other Expenditure — Compensation for crime victims — Saving of ¥2459.63 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of 310466.00 lakhs inclusive of supplementary
provision of 1.00 lakhs) was mainly due to 4th installment of Grant-in-Aid of
Rs.15.44 Crores was received at the fag end of financial year and victim
compensation fund could not be cleared by bank.

(B) Social Welfare — Other Programmes — Chief Ministry Advocate Welfare Scheme
